What You Should Know About eMedia

The Utah Education Network (UEN) provides the eMedia service delivering educational
media to Utah’s schools. The videos are licensed by the Utah Instructional Media
Consortium (UIMC) and digitized and made available over the Internet by UEN. The
service will eventually have hundreds of video titles, graphics, photographs, and other
media items.

The videos available through eMedia are for non-profit educational use by Utah
educators and students. You may burn CD copies of the videos you download for use in
your classroom, but you may not post the videos for redistribution.

What You Need to use eMedia

= A computer (PC or Macintosh) with Internet access, a 333Mhz (or better)
processor with 128+MB RAM and at least 400MB free hard-drive space. Your
monitor should be set to display at 1024x768 for best results.

=  Windows 98 or better or Mac OSX (OS 9 will work, but is not officially supported)

= A Web browser that is not more than 3 years old - We recommend Firefox.
Internet Explorer 5 or 6, Netscape 7, Safari 1.2 will also work fine.

= Apple’s QuickTime 6 player and/or Microsoft Windows Media Player 7 or better
(links to download are on the login page to the service).

= Stereo Speakers or stereo headphones hooked to your computer (you will
experience audio problems with some videos if you do not have stereo sound)

= Turn off any pop-up blocking in your browser or set your pop-up blocker to allow
pop-ups from http://dms.uen.org. If you have pop-ups blocked, you will not be
able to download the videos in eMedia.
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Getting to Know eMedia:
Login
1) Go to http://pioneer.uen.org
2) Follow the link to eMedia

3) In the Quick Search field, type the word “Hippo”

5) From the search results catalog page, read the video titles and descriptions.

6) Use the Info button above an item record to open a window and display more
information about the video.
